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The expedition is being undertaken to raise money for the British Lung Foundation and their Sarcoidosis Research Project.
Sarcoidosis is a lung disease that Henry Shelford, the team leader, suffers from. He is in remission for the disease and has suffered only minor scaring to his lungs. The fact that he is currently able to undertake climbing to high altitude has acted as the catalyst for this expedition.
People who get sarcoidosis don't know what is going to happen to them. They are told they can get complete remission for ever, that they could get remission but have severe debilitating scarring, or that their sarcoidosis cannot be stopped. If that happens the lymph nodes continue to expand affecting the soft tissue areas of the body. In particular, the eyes, heart and liver gradually degrade. Sarcoidosis can lead to death. For the sufferer it is simply a lottery.
Very little is known about Sarcoidosis. We don't know what causes it, why some people can be cured and why some people cannot.
The British Lung Foundation did not until this expedition have a Sarcoidosis research project. They will use the money raised here to initiate research into Sarcoidosis and start to plug the world-wide knowledge gap.
Henry considers himself lucky to have only minor scarring on his lungs and it is his hope that the money raised will make more people as lucky or luckier than he has been.
